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sailing is essentially in peril.” 
Meanwhile, the sailors face the potential for several more weeks at sea with no real 
sign of when they can return home. “After you get used to the fear of getting sick, 
boredom takes over,” said Alden Torres, a Philippines native and sailor on a dry-bulk 
vessel sailing from Brazil to Japan. “We do our shifts and then we get together, look 
at the web when it works, send texts back home and sing.  “We sing a lot,” he said.

Idle Containership Fleet Appears Set to Hit All-Time Record 
From:  The Loadstar, By Mike Wackett,  April 8, 2020 
 
Idled containership capacity is expected to reach a record high of 3m teu within 
weeks, in the “worst capacity crisis the industry has ever seen”, according to new 
data from Alphaliner. With over 250 sailings already withdrawn in the second 
quarter, the consultant forecasts that the lay-ups will push the idle fleet to a level 
twice that seen during the 2009 global financial crisis. “No market segment will be 
spared, with capacity cuts announced across almost all key routes”, warned 
Alphaliner. “While larger ships will be cascaded to replace smaller units on the 
remaining strings, carriers will be forced to idle a large part of their operated 
tonnage. This will affect all size segments in the coming weeks.” 
In addition to the main Asia-Europe and transpacific trades, carriers have also 
reduced capacity on the transatlantic, Latin America, Middle-East, Indian sub-
continent, Africa and Oceania routes, as up to a quarter of the world’s population is 
in lockdown and non-essential retailers shuttered. One carrier source told he 
expected “many more cancellations” to be announced over the next few weeks. 
“We are going to have to anchor a lot of ships, like the airlines have parked their 
planes”, he said. “Our visibility, for what it is worth, is showing forward bookings from 
Asia to North Europe down by over 50%, and it could even be worse than that.” 
THE Alliance today published details of more blank Asia-North Europe, Asia- 
Mediterranean and transpacific sailings for May and June, “in response to lower 
market demand”, including merging loops on the North Europe and Middle East 
tradelanes and the suspension of a transpacific string. And the wave after wave of 
cancelled sailings by the alliances is already starting to impact the containership  
charter market, as carriers rush to offload as much chartered tonnage as possible. 
Alphaliner said: “For the charter market, contracting demand will mean a rising 
number of unemployed vessels, with carriers seeking to redeliver tonnage whenever 
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they can contractually do so, in order to adjust their capacities to the reduced cargo 
volumes. As a result, charter rates are expected to take a hit, especially in the larger 
sizes.” After a lengthy period of strong demand for charter tonnage, mainly due to 
the retrofitting of carrier-owned tonnage with scrubber technology, daily hire rates 
came off their peak last month, with all sectors falling by around 10%. In particular, 
ships in the very large sizes of 7,500-11,000 teu proved popular with carriers looking 
for substitute tonnage, hitting five-year highs and often being flagged as “sold out” 
by containership brokers. However, the global coronavirus crisis has brought a 
sudden end to the good times for owners in the sector. “Short-term prospects for 
this segment appear bleak, with more vessels due to join the unemployment queue, 
while charter rates are expected to nosedive,” said Alphaliner. 
 

 
 
May will be the worst month

CMA CGM, the world’s fourth largest containerline, is anticipating May will be the 
slowest month for box movements across the globe thanks to the coronavirus. 
The CEO of CMA CGM expects that the situation is going to be tense in May. They are 
estimating a 30% drop in global shipping, predicting that between 10 to 15 of his 
approximate 500-ship fleet would go into hot lay-up. The problem is no longer in 
China, where the factories are running at 100%.  It comes from European and 
American customers. Consequently  box volumes would not show much growth 
around the world through to the third quarter this year. Excessive globalisation 
should need to be modified. 
The crisis will be a catalyst for intra-regional developments,  CMA CGM said with 
production of strategic goods such as health products relocating from Asia. 
However, CMA CGM is convinced that China will remain more competitive on certain 
consumer goods, taking televisions as an example. CMA CGM subsidiary CEVA 
Logistics is in the process of delivering 16m masks from China to France. They had 
sent ships via cape of Good Hope in both directions from and to Asia and Europe, 
giving the Suez Canal a miss, to soak up capacity and save costs during the 
downturn brought about by the spread of coronavirus, a move that has sparked 
outrage with environmentalists at the extra 3,100 nautical miles sailing time. 
 

 
 
Defuse this shipping sector 'timebomb' – lift travel restrictions on seafarers

Time is running out to lift travel restrictions on seafarers and keep global trade 
moving, the shipping industry has warned. The International Chamber Shipping 
called on governments to designate seafarers as key workers and allow them to 
transit their territories. However, in a bid to stop the spread of coronavirus, ports 
around the world continue to restrict when crew can disembark, while the collapse 
in passenger flights has drastically reduced the options for repatriating seafarers, 
preventing the normal frequency of crew changes. 
For example, Japan’s recently issued travel ban on the Philippines, as well as more 
than 70 other countries, includes seafarers and aircrew, according to Splash247, and  
with Filipinos representing some three-quarters of all crew on Japanese ships, a 
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manpower shortage appears imminent. Wilhelmsen Ship Management is among the 
many shipowners and managers to defer crew changes, and CEO Carl Schou said it 
was with “a heavy heart” that he made the announcement last week. “We have 
bought ourselves a time window – for now,” said Mr Schou. “We should not have to 
ask the crew for another deferral. This is unacceptable. Much has been said by ITF, 
ICS and IMO, but we are running out of time. The authorities must make travel ban 
exemptions for seafarers.” 
Maersk said it had suspended all crew changes until 12 May, adding four weeks to its 
original suspension, and noted the “extraordinarily fast-paced closing of borders and 
cancellations of airline services.” It said it could better protect seafarers by “reducing 
the number of social interactions they need to have.” 
Meanwhile, the welfare of crews stuck at sea for extended periods, beyond their 
contracts, has become another industry crisis. Frank Olsen, CEO of Inchcape Shipping 
Services, said crew logistics services were difficult to arrange in most ports. 
“As a consequence, those on board are unable to return home,” he explained. “Crew 
at home and unable to join a scheduled vessel, struggle without an income, and 
many are locked-down in their own countries.” 
According to Rajesh Unni, CEO of ship manager Synergy Group, it is also becoming 
increasingly difficult for crew to stock up on fresh fruit and vegetables because of the 
restrictions on port agents and captains. “This is a time bomb,” said Mr Unni. “Even 
under normal circumstances, seafaring is stressful and involves long periods of time 
away from friends and family.” He called for collective managed crew changes at 
designated ports to tackle the crisis. 
Frank Coles, CEO of Wallem Group, argued seafarers were “at the mercy of the 
owners who don’t want to relieve them, the ports which don’t want to see them, the 
airlines which don’t want to fly them and the countries that don’t care as long as 
they don’t come home.”

Police intercepted two seamen attempting to flee their ship at Keelung Port, Taiwan, 
on Apr 4.  They’ve been returned to the ship, donned in masks and plastic bags or 
coats. Both runaways of Myanmar nationality wanted to return home, to Myanmar. 
Seems like a naïve act, but what do we know? 
Undoubtedly, a lot of dramas and even tragedies, are currently taken place on board 
of thousands of merchant ships around the world, because of insane virus fight 
policies. The number of such personal dramas will forever remain unknown, as well 
as the outcome, except in some cases after they turn into accidents or tragedies. Just 
imagine a young seaman whose shore leave is long overdue, and who suddenly, lost 
contact with girlfriend.

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Acting US Navy Secretary Thomas Modly has submitted his 
resignation

The acting secretary of the US Navy has resigned amid uproar over his handling 
of a coronavirus outbreak on an aircraft carrier.  
 
Thomas Modly fired the USS Theodore Roosevelt's captain after he pleaded for help 
in a letter leaked to media. Mr Modly apologised on April 6 after it emerged he had 
called Captain Brett Crozier's actions "naive" and "stupid". The secretary's exit comes 
a day after US President Donald Trump signalled he might get involved in the 
dispute. Defence secretary Mark Esper said Mr Modly had "resigned of his own 
accord". The Pentagon chief said the crew's health and safety were a priority for the 
department. Army Undersecretary James McPherson is expected to replace Mr 
Modly. 
Capt Crozier was fired last week, and footage of his crew sending him off the warship 
with applause went viral …   see:   https://youtu.be/zUosuzrY8gg   
Mr Modly flew 8,000 miles on Monday to the Pacific island of Guam*, where the USS 
Theodore Roosevelt is docked, and berated the crew for having cheered the captain 
as he left the ship. Mr Modly told the crew what their former captain did "was very, 
very wrong" and amounted to "a betrayal of trust with me, with his chain of 
command", according to recordings leaked to US media. "If he didn't think that 
information was going to get out into the public... then he was a) too naive or too 
stupid to be the commanding officer of a ship like this," Mr Modly said. "The 
alternative is he did it on purpose." Amid rebukes from members of Congress, Mr 
Modly issued an apology the same day, saying: "I do not think Captain Brett Crozier is 
naive nor stupid. I think and always believed him to be the opposite."  Capt Crozier 
sent a letter to defence officials on 30 March begging for assistance with a 
coronavirus outbreak on his vessel, which has more than 4,000 crew. "We are not at 
war. Sailors do not need to die," he wrote, requesting the quarantine of nearly the 
entire crew. 
On Tuesday, Mr Trump said he had no role in Mr Modly's departure, which he 
described as a "really unselfish" decision. At the same time, the president 
emphasised Capt Crozier "made a mistake" with the letter, saying: "He didn't have to 
be Ernest Hemingway." When asked about the controversy on Monday, President 
Trump told reporters: "You have two good gentlemen and they're arguing.  I'm good 
at resolving arguments." The president said he "heard very good things" about Capt  
Crozier and did not want his career to be ruined "for having a bad day", but added 
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that "the letter should not have been sent to many people unclassified". 
The US Navy is investigating Capt Crozier's actions. Democratic lawmakers in 
Congress have called for an inquiry into the decision to fire the captain. 
Former Vice-President and current Democratic presidential front-runner Joe Biden 
also spoke out. He said Capt Crozier's firing was "close to criminal" and he should 
have been commended for saying "what had to be said". Over 155 of the aircraft 
carrier's crew have tested positive for Covid-19. More than 1,000 sailors who have 
tested negative for the virus are ashore in Guam, quarantining in hotels.

Top Pentagon officials on Thursday defended the $243,000 trip acting Navy 
Secretary Thomas Modly took to visit an aircraft carrier stricken with COVID-19, 
saying senior military leaders need to have "eyes on" crises as they happen. Modly 
made the 35-hour trip to Guam, where the USS THEODORE ROOSEVELT is docked, 
aboard a Gulfstream 550 outfitted for military use. Medical personnel are tending to 
more than 400 sailors sickened by the coronavirus. Modly visited sailors on the ship 
and made a 15-minute speech, larded with profanity, that criticized Capt. Brett 
Crozier, the commander Modly fired for sending a letter to Navy officials seeking 
help for his crew. Modly ridiculed Crozier as too naive and stupid to lead. Modly at 
first stood by his remarks, then tried to walk them back with an apology. Because of 
his possible exposure to coronavirus, he tendered his resignation remotely to 
Defense Secretary Mark Esper, who accepted. Acting Navy Secretary Thomas Modly's 
trip to Guam cost more than $243,000. 
At the Pentagon, Air Force Gen. John Hyten, vice chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, 
defended Modly's decision to take the trip."If you want to know what's going on in 
Guam, where I'm standing right now is about the worst place to try to figure that 
out," Hyten said. "You actually need to talk to folks in the Pacific. And eyes on is 
always the best way to figure out what's going on."  
 

 
 
 
Shipping Gets Smashed by Coronavirus in More Ways Than One

The shipping industry tends to do badly when Chinese demand disappoints, but the 
outbreak of the coronavirus has done more than just damage the amount of cargo 
that needs to be transported.  
It’s also preventing many owners from making their ships commercially viable. 
Giant Capesize carriers that take iron ore and coal to China are now earning less 
than $2,600 a day, according to the Baltic Exchange in London. That’s a fraction of 
what they need even to pay their crew, and 93% below a 2019 peak. Supertankers 
transporting 2 million-barrel cargoes of crude have collapsed about 95% from their 
high point last year.  That’s bad enough, but for a big part of the shipping industry 
the virus is presenting additional woes: many owners urgently need to have their 
vessels fitted with equipment called scrubbers at shipyards in China. The kit allows 
carriers to keep legally burning fuel that would save them millions of dollars a year. 
The coronavirus is preventing such installations, according to DHT Tanker Holdings 
Ltd., a vessel owner. “Getting people and parts to the yards for installation has been a 
massive quagmire,” because of the outbreak, said Randy Giveans, senior vice 
president for equity research at Jefferies LCC in Houston. 
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Nine passengerships at sea with some finding it hard find a port

Of the nine ships, the one getting the most attention is the Carnival-owned ms 
Zaandam which had been at sea for 15 days. Travel experts caution that the longer 
the passengerships remain at sea, the more negative attention they will attract.  
Situation at April 4:  Nine cruise ships and nearly 8,000 passengers are stranded at sea 
as major ports deny access to the vessels as the coronavirus continues to spread. 
According to cruise tracker site Cruise Mapper, Holland America-operated ms 
Rotterdam, Coral Princess, ms Arcadia, Cunard line’s Queen Mary 2 were still at sea with 
passengers and crew members on board. the Queen Mary 2 is currently sailing back 
to Southampton and currently has 264 guests on board, according to a spokes-
person for Cunard North America. “most guests disembarked Queen Mary 2 in 
Fremantle, Australia on March 14 and 15. The ship today made a technical stop in 
Durban, South Africa,” the spokesperson said. 
CNBC has reached out to the other cruise lines for comment. Of the nine ships, the 
one getting the most attention is Carnival-owned ms Zaandam which has been at 
sea for 15 days. So far, four passengers have died while other passengers have 
displayed flu-like systems. The ship has been denied entry by multiple ports 
including Cuba, Mexico and Peru. As it makes it way to Florida, Gov. Ron DeSantis has 
yet to give the ship the green light to dock. “This has been a complex process with 
teams of people working day and night to coordinate a safe and orderly return to 
port for passengers and crew, with cruise lines that must follow greatly enhanced 
protocols and the requirements of governments and health authorities,” said Anne 
Madison, a spokesperson for trade group Cruise Lines International Association. 
Travel experts caution that the longer these ships remain at sea, the more negative 
attention they will attract. “It’s only contributed to the cruise lines’ woes. The sooner 
cruise lines can get out of the headlines, the better. Carnival, Royal Caribbean and 
Norwegian have all delayed sailings until mid-May, creating an enormous cash 
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crunch for the cruise lines. 
Adding to their woes, the stimulus bill passed by Congress left the cruise industry 
out despite remarks from President Donald Trump that the cruise lines was a prime 
candidate for financial relief. With no support as of yet from the federal government, 
Carnival announced a plan to raise $6 billion in the form of equity and debt, secured 
in part by some of its massive ships.

Facilitating Crew Changes to keep World trade moving throughout the Covid-19 
Crisis  
 
Keeping cargo flow running is important for secure supply chains and vital for public 
health and the economy. According tot he European Council Guidelines on border 
management temporary travel restrictions apply to all non-essential travel from third 
countries tot he EU+ area. This travel restriction includes  several exemptions 
applying inter alia to:  
- Transport personnel engaged in haulage of goods and other transport staff to the 
extent necessary;  
- The temporary travel restriction should apply for 30 days. Any possible prolongation of 
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this period should be assessed depending on further developments. 
Any of the restrictions should not affect seafarers departing from the EU to reach 
their home countries  outside the Schengen zone. Member States are encouraged to 
act in a harmonised way, some of them apply individual measures on travel 
restrictions including for access to maritime ports and ship crews’ changes. The 
European Maritime  Safety Agency (EMSA) has thereto established a constantly 
updated webpage: http://emsa.europe.eu/news-a-press-centre/covid19.html .  
 
Member States are recommended to take any action to ensure the free movement 
within the EU of all workers involved in international transport in all transport modes, 
such as drivers, seafarers, pilots, crew, wagon inspectors, maintenance workers, etc.  
Member States should as well facilitate the repatriation of seafarers from both EU 
and non-EU countries.

BIMCO: 
 
Since the first reports of restrictions associated with COVID-19 were received by the 
BIMCO secretariat, a clear picture slowly emerged: The preventive measures would 
prove a significant disturbance to all crewing operations, such as: 

 If the crew are unable to disembark the ship due to recent port calls, they 
must stay on board 

 If the replacing crew is unable to enter the country for scheduled crew 
change due to their country of origin, some crew will have to remain on 
board on mutually agreed extended contracts 

 If service engineers are unable to access the ship, they cannot perform their 
specialised maintenance which could jeopardise the proper function of the 
ship´s equipment 

 
Initially, the restrictions mainly targeted Chinese citizens without even considering 
whether they had spent several months on board prior to the outbreak. When 
COVID-19 started local circulation in other countries than China, the restriction 
regimes gradually changed to include new clusters. 
In general, restrictions are either depending on: 

 Travel history 
 Nationalities 

 
If the restrictions are depending on travel history, it is important to take the 
following into account: 
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 Where has the crew been recently and at which ports has the ship called? 
 What is the travel history for supernumeraries such as: 

o Cargo superintendents 
o Passengers 
o Accompanying spouses and children 
o Guards – if employed on other ships recently, these itineraries 

should also be considered 
 
If restrictions are depending on nationalities, it is important to take the following into 
account: 

 What are the nationalities of the crew on board? 
 What is the ship’s country of registry? 

 
It is important to keep in mind that even though the incubation period for COVID-19 
is generally accepted as being within two weeks, several countries are imposing 
even longer restrictions. 
On the BIMCO-link hereunder, you will find a non-exhaustive lists of imposed 
restrictions to crew mobility in the ship/shore interface. The information provided is 
obtained from local agents and available public data and is updated regularly. 
However, port authorities and port state health authorities can impose or change 
regimes with little to no notice.

The comprehensive 22-page document has been produced in collaboration with 
prominent international bodies including WHO,  IMO,  The European Centre for Disease 
Prevention and Control (ECDC) , The International Maritime Health Association (IMHA). 
Among a raft of measures highlighted in the guidance the document contains 
advice on managing Port Entry Restrictions, offers practical Protective Measures 
Against COVID-19 for Seafarers, including an Outbreak Management Plan. The 
guidance document also provides information around important topics including 
Port Entry Restrictions, Pre-boarding Screening, Education and what to do in 
Suspected Cases of Infection. There is also straightforward advice on Hygiene 
Measures for Seafarers on Ships, Managing High Risk Exposure, Case Handling, 
Isolation and Cleaning, Disinfection and Waste Management. The guidance also 
comes with posters which can be printed out and placed onboard ships as well as a 
Sample Pre-Boarding Passenger Locator Form and a WHO COVID-19 Support and 
Logistics Supplies List. The guidance document has been designed to support all 
types of ships which operate in international waters with the most up to date and 
effective information needed to limit the spread of the Coronavirus. It will be 
distributed to seafarers through the International Chamber of Shipping’s network of 
national member associations, is free to download.
